INFORMATION FOR CONTRIBUTORS 

 

    The Journal of Arts (JA) welcomes submissions on a broad range of subjects 

within the disciplines of arts. JA publishes two issues annually in May and November, 

with essential interests in visual and musical arts respectively. Articles in Visual Arts 

focus on art history, visual culture, art theory, art criticism, art education, art therapy, 

media art, art creation statement, etc. Articles in Musical Arts features music 

performance, music education, musicology, music theory, music therapy, applied 

music, music management, etc. Authors are urged to make sure their manuscript 

submissions meet the following criteria:  

 

 

   Authors should prepare manuscripts using the Publication Manual of the 

American Psychological Association, fifth edition, (2001) for , AND The 

Chicago Manual of Style, fifteenth edition (2003) or the Publication Manual of the 

American Psychological Association, 5th edition, (2001) for . 

Manuscripts must include: 

  A cover letter identifying the author and providing contact information 

including mail  

address, phone number, and email address.  

  A statement declares that the manuscript has been neither published nor 

submitted for 

simultaneous consideration.  

  Three double-spaced (12 point font) paper copies and one CD-ROM 

(readable onWindows) copy of the article in Microsoft Word format 

(.doc, .docx only; no .pdf files).  

  A moderate length of 6000-15,000 words. 

  One-page abstract of 100 to 200 words with 3 to 5 keywords. 
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A separate title page that includes the full names and the institutional 

affiliations ofauthors, a running head, author identification notes, and a list of 

three to five keywords or phrases that could be used in an electronic search. 

  The title of the article and page number on the first page; successive pages 

should include page numbers and the running head. 

  affiliations, and identification notes on any other than 

the titlepage. 

 Copies of figures, tables, illustrations, and musical examples as separate PDF, 

TIF, orJPEG files of publication quality (300 dpi, 4 x 6 inches). Images files 

for submission for review should be between 50-100K and 72 dpi (resolution). 

Maximum dimensions  

are 800w×600h pixels for landscapes and 600w×800h pixels for portraits. Use 

brief captions and provide full credits for each image. Upon acceptance of the 

article, authors must complete release forms for text and images.

REVIEW PROCESS  

   Blind review will be conducted twice a year for Visual Arts and 

Musical Arts. All submissions are peer-reviewed by at least three 
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anonymous academic reviewers. In case of extraordinary circumstances, a 

fourth reviewer will be used to ensure the justice. The editors will

decisions. Should an article be accepted for publication, authors will be 

requested to prepare manuscripts for editing using formatting guidelines 

slightly different from those outlined above. Instructions will be included 

with the letter of acceptance. 

 

COPYRIGHT ISSUES  

    JA requires that authors assign their copyright to the journal once an article has 

been accepted. We cannot consider articles that are under review with other 

publications or publishers in any form, nor will we grant permission to reprint an 

article in a book within a year of publication in JA. Authors are responsible for 

securing permission for reprinting copyrighted material quoted or otherwise used in 

their work.
