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Some writers aren't interested in getting their names
out there—at least, not their real names.
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A pen name is a fake name authors may use
when publishing. Why would a writer do this?
Maybe an author's real name is difficult to spell
or pronounce. Charles Lutwidge Dodgson wrote
“Alice's Adventures in Wonderland” using his
simpler pen name, Lewis Carroll. On the other
hand, some real names are very common and an
author could choose a pen name to stand out.
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Before the late 19th-century, women were not recognized or even
legally allowed to publish in some countries. So, Emily Bronte
published her masterpiece, “Wuthering Heights”, under the name
Ellis Bell. Some authors, like Taiwanese poet Wang Ching-hsien,
choose multiple pen names. He once used the name “Yeh Shan”, but
changed to “Yang Mu” because he wanted to challenge himself and
change his writing style.
